Discover Quebecois holiday traditions, rich with cultural heritage and festive charm, blending French, indigenous, and North American
influences. One such tradition is Réveillon, a grand feast held on Christmas Eve. Families gather after midnight mass to enjoy an elaborate
meal with dishes like tourtiére (spiced meat pie) and rich desserts. Another symbol of tradition is the log-shaped cake known as Bliche de Noél,
symbolizing the ancient practice of burning the Yule log — a much tastier tribute! While visiting Quebec in the midst of the holiday season, get
ready to encounter the region’s unique blend of festive customs and local flavors.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 1. This means you’re a
leisurely traveler. You typically take it easy and discover the energy of a
new place by people-watching or soaking in the atmosphere at a local
café. You can climb at least one flight of stairs, board a coach, and walk
unassisted at a relaxed pace for up to 60 minutes without difficulty. You
can easily handle altitudes up to 5,000 feet.

Travel with an average of 37 people (maximum of 44).

Walking throughout Quebec City and Old Montreal as part of included
features, or on your own, will require navigating cobblestone streets to
moderate hills with relative ease and without assistance. Walking these
streets during the wintertime can add an extra challenge if there is ice or
snow. A leisurely walk through the Christmas Markets may last up to 90
minutes with stops.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware
at time of reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your
attention.

*Christmas markets in both Montreal and Quebec City are open
Thursdays-Sundays from late November to late December. If the day of
your originally planned visit to one of the Christmas markets is a
Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday, the order of itinerary activities will be
shuffled to ensure you get to visit both markets.

Single accommodations are limited and are available on a first-come,
first-served basis. Single rate subject to change based on availability.

To complete your tour, we include roundtrip airport-to-hotel transfers
when purchasing our airfare with your tour. If you have arranged for your
own air, we are pleased to provide you the option of purchasing these
transfers. Please note that all transfers will leave at pre-scheduled times.
