This evening, explore
the historic resort town of Lagos, where Moorish and Renaissance
influences meet towering seaside cliffs. Many celebrated voyagers
began their explorations from this bustling port city.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a balanced
approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of a day is no problem
for you. You can partake in a two-hour leisurely walking tour, covering up to two miles
(with included breaks). You can handle a variety of terrains, from cobblestone streets
to moderate hills with relative ease and without assistance. You can climb two flights
of stairs with ease. There may be 1 to 2 days on this tour when walking tours can
cover 3 to 4 miles over uneven terrain. During your Choice on Tour in Lisbon, one of
the walks offered requires walking 2 miles on cobblestone streets and uphill at times.
Lisbon is a hilly city and all sidewalks are cobblestoned which can get slippery when
wet. Expect some full days balanced with free time to recharge or set out on your own
adventure. You can handle altitudes up to 6,000 feet. While this level is appropriate
for travelers that require mobility assistance devices, there could be times when you
may have to sit out on some of the included activities.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at time of
reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your attention.

*Please note that you will only see the Jeronimos Monastery from the exterior.

**Due to inclement weather or challenging sea conditions, operation of the optional
boat tour will only be reconfirmed on the day of service.
