Stroll through Cathedral
Square and nearby gardens and savor the English atmosphere. Watch a sheep-shearing display or
sample fine wines.

A beautiful local attraction, the
Queen Charlotte Track is navigable on foot or bike. From Picton quests can also explore the scenic
