Day 1: Sat, Sept 05 – HONOLULU. Depart Honolulu via Japan Airlines flt #73 at 12:45 pm.

Day 2: Sun, Sept 06 – HANEDA. Arrive at the Haneda International Airport at 3:55 pm. After entry 

formalities, walk to your hotel connected to the airport terminal. Enjoy a buffet dinner at the hotel. 

HOTEL VILLA FONTAINE GRAND HANEDA AIRPORT (1 Night) (D)

Day 3: Mon, Sept 07 – HANEDA – CHITOSE – SAPPORO. After a breakfast buffet at your hotel, 

transfer back to the Haneda Airport terminal. Enjoy a bento box at the domestic departure gate. 

Depart Haneda Domestic Airport via Japan Airlines flt #513 at 11:20 am and arrive at the Chitose 

Domestic Airport at 12:55 pm. Welcome to Hokkaido! Transfer by coach to the hotel in Sapporo.  

Take a walking tour of the area around the hotel. Enjoy dinner at a local restaurant before 

returning to the hotel for the evening. MERCURE SAPPORO (5 Nights) (B, L, D)

Day 4: Tue, Sept 08 – SAPPORO – ISHIKARI – SAPPORO. Start the day with a brief city tour. 

Drive by the TV Tower, the Former Government Office Building, Odori Park, and the Clock 

Tower. Lunch will be at a seafood wholesale market, where you will pick out “LIVE” crabs* from 

the tanks, to enjoy along with a special kaisen don (fresh seafood over rice) lunch. After lunch, tour 

the new ROYCE’ Cacao and Chocolate Town to learn how the famous ROYCE’ chocolate treats 

are made. Receive a complimentary sample at the end of the tour. Return to Sapporo, where the 

remainder of the day is at your leisure. (B, L)

Day 5: Wed, Sept 09 – SAPPORO – OTARU – SAPPORO. Before departing Sapporo for Otaru, take 

in the spectacular sight of Sapporo from the top of Mt. Okura via the Okurayama Observatory 

Chair Lift. Otaru served as a major trade and fishing port in the 1800s. Take a stroll along Otaru 

Canal, explore the Music Box Museum and visit the Kitaichi Glass Company. Non-drip or color 

changing shoyu bottles are a favorite omiyage gift to bring home from Otaru. Enjoy free time to have 

lunch (on your own) and shop at the many different stores in the area. On the way back to Sapporo, 

stop at the Tanaka Sake Brewery to learn how sake is made and to sample some of their tasty 

products. Return to Sapporo for an evening of leisure. (B)

Day 6: Thur, Sept 10 – SAPPORO. Day at leisure. Your Local Guide will be available to assist as 

needed. Need more opportunities to shop? Check out the Tanuki Koji Shopping Arcade, the largest 

and oldest shopping arcade in Sapporo, which houses over 200 shops. Or drop by the MEGA Don 

Quijote Sapporo Tanukikoji Honten store, also in the Tanuki Koji area. (B)

Day 7: Fri, Sept 11 – SAPPORO. Day at leisure. Explore more of Sapporo on your own. Don’t forget 

the shopping opportunities surrounding your hotel. (B)

Day 8: Sat, Sept 12 – SAPPORO – CHITOSE – HANEDA – HONOLULU. Depart the hotel for the airport. 

En route, stop at an AEON MALL, where you will have free time to shop and have lunch (on your own). 

After lunch, transfer to Chitose Airport and begin exploring the shopping mall located within the 

Domestic Terminal. Consisting of four floors of restaurants, shops and activities, there’s something 

for everyone. Those with a sweet tooth will enjoy the Sweets Zone, where you can enjoy Hokkaido 

sweets in a spacious and relaxing setting, and the ROYCE’ Chocolate World (factory, museum, shop, 

and bakery) and LeTAO Chocolatier. The kids (and those young at heart) will enjoy the Doraemon Sky 

Park and Hello Kitty Happy Flight, which have an activity area, shop, and café (fees may apply) or the 

Pokémon store. UNIQLO aims to provide customers with “ultimate casual clothes.” And there are more 

than two dozen shops at the airport that specialize in various fresh, frozen, or dried seafood that can be 

eaten there or packed for you to bring home. Or you can relax in the airport onsen hot spring or movie 

theater (for a fee). Depart Chitose Domestic Airport via Japan Airlines flt #518 at 5:00 pm and arrive in 

the Haneda Domestic Airport at 6:45 pm. Depart Haneda International Airport via Japan Airlines flt #72 

at 9:55 pm and arrive in Honolulu at 10:35 am the same day. Aloha and welcome home! (B)
