Day 1: Fri, Nov 20 – HONOLULU. Depart Honolulu via Japan Airlines.

Day 2: Sat, Nov 21 – TOKYO. Arrive in Tokyo. After entry formalities, transfer by 
coach to the hotel in Tokyo. A welcome buffet dinner has been arranged at the hotel.  
KEIO PLAZA HOTEL TOKYO (4 Nights) (D)

Day 3: Sun, Nov 22 – TOKYO. After breakfast, begin your first day in Tokyo by learning 
the art of Edo kiriko edging, a traditional form of cut glass manufacturing that was 
developed in the late-Edo period (early 19th century) in Tokyo. Edo kiriko is characterized 
by its beautiful, intricate patterning and bold contrast between colored and non-
colored elements. What sets Edo kiriko apart from other glass cutting techniques are 
the intricate patterns traditionally used to decorate the glass and its incredible thinness, 
which makes an almost metallic-like sound when you gently flick the glass. Next, take 
in the view of the surrounding city from the observation deck of the Tokyo Skytree. 
At just over 2,000 ft tall, it is the tallest tower in Tokyo. Rising 350m above the ground, 
the Tokyo Skytree Tembo Deck offers a 360-degree panoramic view of Tokyo. Spend 
some free time at Solamachi, a large shopping, dining, and entertainment complex 
at the base of the Tokyo Skytree for lunch (on your own). Then, visit teamLab 
Borderless: MORI Building DIGITAL ART MUSEUM, a world of artworks without 
boundaries. Artworks move out of rooms, relate to other works, influence each other, 
and at times intermingle, without boundaries, creating one continuous world without 
boundaries – wander, explore with intention, discover, and create a world with others 
in this immersive experience. Return to the hotel, where the remainder of the evening 
is at your leisure. The Local Guide will have suggestions for nearby shopping and dining 
options. (B)

Day 4: Mon, Nov 23 – TOKYO. Day at leisure. Perfect day to relax and/or visit with 
family and friends in Tokyo. Your Local Guide will be available to assist as needed. (B)

Day 5: Tue, Nov 24 – TOKYO. Enjoy a morning at leisure. Today’s highlight will be 
a hands-on sushi making class, which will yield your delicious lunch. Then, visit 
Meiji Jingu Shrine, the Shinto shrine dedicated to the deified spirits of the Emperor 
Meiji and his wife, Empress Shoken. Continue to COREDO Muromachi, a shopping 
and entertainment complex located in the historic Nihonbashi district at the very heart 
of the city. You’ll find stores, some of dating back centuries, showcasing the finest 
traditional crafts and gourmet foods from all over Japan, including knives, ceramics, 
gourmet shoyu, tea, and confectionery. Tonight, you’re in for a treat! Enjoy dinner 

and a show at SUIGIAN. It’s the only venue where 
various schools of Japan’s traditional performing arts, 
such as Noh, Kyogen, and Nihonbuyo, are presented on 
a daily basis. The bowls and plates used to serve the 
cuisine are vintage items from the Edo (1603–1867), 
Meiji (1868–1912), and Taisho (1912–1926) periods. On 
stage, the performers have their own microphones and 
provide explanations so that audience members can 
enjoy the show even without prior knowledge of Japan’s 
traditional performing arts. (B, L, D)

Day 6: Wed, Nov 25 – TOKYO – YOKOHAMA – EMBARK 
DIAMOND PRINCESS. After a delicious breakfast at 
the hotel, depart the hotel for Asakusa, the center of 
Tokyo’s shitamachi (literally “low city”) districts, where 
an atmosphere of the Tokyo of past decades survives. 
Asakusa’s main attraction is Sensoji, a very popular 
Buddhist temple built in the 7th century. The temple 
is approached via the Nakamise, a shopping street 
that has been providing temple visitors with a variety 
of traditional local snacks and tourist souvenirs for 
centuries. Transfer to the pier for embarkation on the 
Diamond Princess. (B, D)

Day 19: Tue, Dec 08 – AT SEA. (B, L, D)

Day 20: Wed, Dec 09 – SINGAPORE, SINGAPORE – DISEMBARK 
DIAMOND PRINCESS. Upon disembarkation at the Singapore  
pier, join your Local Guide and visit Merlion Park, The Arts 
House at The Old Parliament (outside), Statues of Sir 
Stamford Raffles, Esplanade (outside), Little India, Sultan 
Mosque, and Arab Street. Transfer to the Jewel Changi 
Airport, where you’ll have free time to explore the nature-
themed entertainment and retail complex. The centerpiece of this 
complex is the world’s tallest indoor waterfall, the Rain Vortex, 
which is surrounded by a terraced forest setting. Renowned 
as one of the busiest airports in the world, it’s also a premier 
destination for duty-free shopping – offering everything from 
luxury goods and electronics to cosmetics and souvenirs. Enjoy 
dinner at a local restaurant before transferring to the hotel for 
an evening of leisure. MOMENTUS HOTEL ALEXANDRA or similar  
(4 Nights) (B, L, D)

Day 21: Thur, Dec 10 – SINGAPORE. Enjoy breakfast at the 
hotel. Start the day with a visit to the Singapore Zoo. After 
lunch, tour Gardens by the Bay (including entry into the cool 
house). For dinner (on your own), explore a local Hawker’s 
Market and have a Crazy Rich Asians experience of your 
own. Return to the hotel for the evening. (B, L)

Day 22: Fri, Dec 11 – SINGAPORE. After breakfast at the hotel, 
visit Sentosa Island and Singapore Oceanarium. Then, 
spend some time at the Universal Studios Singapore. Enjoy 
dinner at a local restaurant before returning to the hotel. (B, D)

Day 23: Sat, Dec 12 – SINGAPORE. A day of leisure to explore 
more of Singapore on your own. Your Local Guide will be 
available to assist as needed.
