Biersch restaurant at Aloha Tower Marketplace. Dave is also the
proud co-recipient (with the late Cliff Richards) of the first place
prize in the category of “Radio Station Produced Spot” at the 1993
Radio Mercury Awards in New York for Subaru of Hawaii. Dave
was also the voice of 7-Eleven Hawaii (TV & radio) for 24 years.
Currently Dave can be seen on the SMP Hawaii ads for Kupuna
Scamson TV.

As an actor, Dave has appeared on the original “Hawdii Five-O”,
“Jake & The Fat Man”, and “Raven” for CBS, and “The
MacKenzies of Paradise Cove” and “The Byrds of Paradise” for
ABC. Dave has also performed on stage in theatre productions for
Kumu Kahua Theatre and in a locally produced TV docudrama,
“Brothers Under The Skin” for PBS. For many years, Dave was
the host of Times “Super Bingo” on KHNL & K5. In addition, Dave
was also a member of the local comedy group “Booga Booga”,
who, along with the late James Grant Benton, Edward Ka'ahea
and the late Ray Bumatai, enjoyed a two year run on KGMB's live
hit summer series “Island Music, Island Hearts” in 1987 & 1988.
