Day 1: Sat, Apr 03 – HONOLULU. Depart Honolulu via Japan Airlines f lt #71 at 4:10 pm.

Day 2: Sun, Apr 04 – HANEDA – TOKYO. Arrive at the Haneda International Airport 
at 8:10 pm. After entry formalities, transfer by coach to the hotel in Tokyo. A cutlet 
sandwich will be passed out for dinner upon arrival at the hotel. KEIO PLAZA HOTEL 
TOKYO (4 Nights) (D)

Day 3: Mon, Apr 05 – TOKYO – KAWAGOE – TOKYO. After breakfast, depart Tokyo 
for the historic city of Kawagoe, which is referred to as Koedo Kawagoe (Little Edo). 
The city is known for preserving the charm of the Edo Period (1603–1867) with its clay-
walled buildings. Take a stroll along its main street, Kurazukuri Street, and you’ll find 
it lined with old-fashioned merchant warehouses. Kashiya Yokocho (Candy Alley) is a 
narrow street that sells traditional sweets and snacks. You’ll have ample free time to 
stroll, shop, and eat (on your own) while here. Next, visit Kinbue Shoyu Park for a tour 
of the facilities and learn how a staple of Japanese cooking is made. Return to Tokyo and 
explore teamLab Borderless: MORI Building DIGITAL ART MUSEUM. “teamLab 
Borderless is a world of artworks without boundaries, a museum without a map created 
by art collective teamLab. Artworks move out of rooms, relate to other works, influence 
each other, and at times intermingle, without boundaries. Through this group of works, 
one continuous world without boundaries is created. Immerse your body in borderless 
art. Wander, explore with intention, discover, and create a world with others.” Return to 
the hotel for a buffet dinner. (B, D)

Day 4: Tue, Apr 06 – TOKYO. This morning, take in the view of the surrounding city 
from the observation deck of the Tokyo Skytree. At just over 2,000-ft-tall, it is the 
tallest tower in Tokyo. Rising 350m above the ground, the Tokyo Skytree Tembo Deck 
offers a 360° panoramic view of Tokyo. You’ll also have time to enjoy lunch (on your 
own) at the restaurant located in Tokyo Skytree – or at TOKYO Solamachi, the large 
shopping, dining, and entertainment complex located at the base of the Tokyo Skytree. 
Asakusa’s main attraction is Sensoji, a very popular Buddhist temple built in the  
7th century. The temple is approached via the Nakamise, a shopping street that has been 
providing temple visitors with a variety of traditional local snacks and tourist souvenirs 

for centuries. Then, enjoy a fun-filled, hands-on activity. You will either paint your own 

furin (Japanese wind chime) OR learn the art of Edo kiriko edging, a traditional 

form of cut glass manufacturing characterized by beautiful, intricate patterning and bold 

contrast between colored and non-colored elements. Whichever activity you participate 

in, you’ll take home a wonderful souvenir of this trip! You’re in for a treat tonight! Take a 

dinner cruise on a yakatabune, a traditional Japanese houseboat, as you glide past 

the twinkling lights of the city. Dinner will include an all-you-can-drink menu as well. 

After dinner, return to the hotel. (B, D)

Day 5: Wed, Apr 07 – TOKYO. Day at leisure. The perfect day to relax and/or visit with 

family and friends. Your Local Guide will be available to assist as needed. (B)

Day 6: Thur, Apr 08 – TOKYO – EMBARK SAPPHIRE PRINCESS. After a leisurely breakfast 

at the hotel, depart the hotel for free time for shopping in the Odaiba area. After 

lunch (on your own), transfer to the pier for embarkation on the Sapphire Princess. (B, D)

Day 18: Tue, Apr 20 – SHIMIZU (FOR MT. FUJI), JAPAN. 10:00 am – 5:00 pm. (B, L, D)

Day 19: Wed, Apr 21 – YOKOHAMA – DISEMBARK SAPPHIRE PRINCESS – TOKYO – 
HANEDA – HONOLULU. After disembarkation, explore Toyosu Senkyaku Banrai,  
a shopping complex that recreates an Edo period neighborhood. Toyosu Senkyaku 
Banrai offers fresh food from the neighboring Toyosu Market and serves to showcase 
the best foods in Tokyo. Enjoy time for shopping, lunch (on your own), and exploring 
the offerings at the numerous stalls. If you get tired, head up to the 8th f loor and relax at 
the foot bath garden which is free of charge to all visitors. Next, visit Ameyoko, a busy 
market street along the Yamanote Line tracks between Okachimachi and Ueno Stations.  
The name “Ameyoko” is a short form for “Ameya Yokocho” (Candy Store Alley), as candies 
were traditionally sold there. Alternatively, “Ame” also stands for “America,” because 
a lot of American products used to be available there when the street was the site of 
a black market in the years following WWII. Today, various products such as clothes, 
bags, cosmetics, fresh fish, dried food and spices are sold along Ameyoko. Finally, visit  
Ario Kitasuna, a shopping center with over 100 specialty shops. This includes CAN★DO, 
a 100 yen store, and Halos Garden – an amusement center for the whole family featuring 
the latest gaming machines, hands-on sweet making, a large ball pit, and more! You’ll 
have time to shop before departing for the airport. Transfer to the airport for the flight 
home. Depart Haneda International Airport via Japan Airlines f lt #72 at 9:55 pm and 
arrive Honolulu at 9:55 am the same day. Aloha and welcome home! (B)
