Day 2: Fri, Nov 12 — IN TRANSIT.

Day 3: Sat, Nov 13 — CAIRO, EGYPT. After completing arrival formalities, transfer by coach to the
hotel in Cairo. The day is at your leisure — start exploring the city on your own. Your hotel rooms
may not be available until the afternoon. At 6:00 pm, meet your Tour Director and traveling
companions for a welcome dinner at your hotel.
