Day 1: Sat, Oct 09 – HONOLULU. Depart Honolulu.

Day 2: Sun, Oct 10 – MONTREAL, QUEBEC, CANADA – EMBARK VISTA. Arrive in Montreal. Transfer to 

pier and embark the Vista. Depart 5:00 pm. (D)

Day 5: Wed, Oct 13 – SEPT-ILES, QUEBEC. Arrive 9:00 am. Depart 6:00 pm. Once a quaint fishing village, 

Sept-Iles rose to prominence during the WWII boom, becoming one of Canada’s premier ports. Graced 

with majestic scenery, beautiful beaches and an attractive archipelago just offshore, Sept-Iles provides 

plentiful opportunities for adventure and relaxation. Discover the islands by boat or spend the day on the 

largest, Île Grande Basque, which is full of picturesque hiking trails and seaside picnic spots. In the city, 

don’t miss the superb museums, including the Musée Shaputuan and Musée Régional de la Côte Nord.

Day 6: Thur, Oct 14 – HAVRE-SAINT-PIERRE, QUEBEC. Arrive 7:00 am. Depart 3:00 pm. Situated on 

the north shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, Havre-Saint-Pierre is a charming town embraced by the 

spectacular scenery of the Mingan Archipelago National Park Reserve. With a geological history dating 

back 500 million years, the archipelago is a captivating array of more than a thousand limestone islands, 

islets and reefs. Granite monoliths, soaring cliffs, graceful arches, and secluded grottoes adorn the islands, 

along with an amazing diversity of plant and animal life. Marvel at the unique seascape during a coastal 

drive along Route 138, or take a boating excursion to visit several of the islands. (B, L, D)

Day 7: Fri, Oct 15 – CORNER BROOK, NEWFOUNDLAND. Arrive 10:00 am. Depart 6:00 pm. Start by taking 
in the breathtaking view from the monument honoring Captain James Cook, the first to map the area in 
1767. More history awaits you in the Corner Brook Museum and its marine artifacts, forestry exhibits, and 
collections from aboriginal people. (B, L, D)

Day 8: Sat, Oct 16 – SYDNEY, NOVA SCOTIA. Arrive 11:00 am. Depart 6:00 pm. Historic Sydney boasts 
several landmarks from the late 1700s, such as the colonial Cossit House and the Jost House, which 
features an unusual beehive bake-oven. St. Patrick’s, the city’s oldest Catholic church, doubles as a 
fascinating museum. (B, L, D)

Day 9: Sun, Oct 17 – HALIFAX, NOVA SCOTIA. Arrive 11:00 am. Depart 7:00 pm. Founded by the British in 
1749, Halifax still has a British military air about it. Every day at noon, a ceremonial gun is fired at the Halifax 
Citadel, a star-shaped fortress where the guides wear military uniforms. The exhibits have a more seafaring 
slant at the Maritime Museum of the Atlantic and include the nearly 100-year-old Acadia. (B, L, D)

Day 10: Mon, Oct 18 – AT SEA. (B, L, D)

Day 11: Tue, Oct 19 – AT SEA. (B, L, D)

Day 12: Wed, Oct 20 – ROYAL NAVAL DOCKYARD, BERMUDA. Arrive 8:00 am. Depart 4:00 pm. The 
charming King’s Wharf and Heritage Wharf, also known as the Royal Naval Dockyard, is filled with shops, 
museums, pubs, and restaurants and is only a short ferry ride from Hamilton and St. George. (B, L, D)

Day 13: Thur, Oct 21 – AT SEA. (B, L, D)

Day 14: Fri, Oct 22 – AT SEA. (B, L, D)

Day 15: Sat, Oct 23 – NASSAU, BAHAMAS. Arrive 8:00 am. Depart 5:00 pm. Nassau is the capital of the 
Bahamas and has been the centerpiece of this island nation since the days of Blackbeard. The history has 
been wonderfully preserved in stately cathedrals and in Victorian mansions displaying elegant, noble 
architecture. (B, L, D)
