Other noteworthy attractions include the
thought-provoking San Diego Museum of Man, the peaceful Botanical Building and Lily Pond,
and the signature San Diego Zoo, where rare species such as giant pandas and lowland gorillas
are exhibited. Ship buffs will enjoy the maritime museum, where you can board and tour the
vessels.

Drive
into the mountains to beautiful old Antigua, once the country’s colonial capital, and discover its
lovely bougainvillea-draped buildings and breathtaking views of emerald volcanoes. Travel to
famed Lake Atitlan and step back in time as you encounter the indigenous people in all of their
finery still living along the lakeshore. Or better yet, fly to Flores and experience the magnificent
and enigmatic Mayan temples and palaces of the Tikal complex, surrounded by jungle.
