After lunch, we visit an area called Canal Road Flyover, 
between Causeway Bay and Wan Chai which is a popular 
place for villain hitting. Also know as the practice of 
“beat your little head,” demon exorcising, or petty 
person beating, villain hitting is a folk sorcery popular in 
the Guangdong area of China and Hong Kong – primarily 
associated with Cantonese. Take the city tram to Central 
and walk to the ferry pier. Then, we ride on Star Ferry 
to Kowloon. Upon arrival, we will walk to West Kowloon 
Cultural Park along Canton Road. Lastly, get dropped off at 
the Ladies’ Market for some free time to explore and shop. 
Located in Mongkok, the market is always a treat to visit with 
the rows of open stalls as well as tiny boutiques offering a 
wide range of different fashions, accessories, gadgets and 
gimmicks. (B, L, D)

Day 4: Fri, Apr 23 – HONG KONG. Enjoy a day of leisure to 
explore more of Hong Kong on your own. The Local Guide 
will be available to assist you with your independent plans 
for the day. (B)

Day 5: Sat, Apr 24 – HONG KONG – EMBARK NAUTICA.
