After lunch, take 
on a fun-filled, hands-on activity, as you learn how to make your own furin (Japanese 
wind chime). Start by blowing glass into a round and finish by hand painting your personal 
treasure. Return to the hotel for an evening of leisure. (B)

Day 4: Sun, May 24 – TOKYO. After a sumptuous buffet breakfast, embark on another 
full day of discovery! First visit Meiji Shrine, the Shinto shrine dedicated to the deified 
spirits of the Emperor Meiji and his wife, Empress Shoken. Today’s highlight will be a 
hands-on sushi making session, which will yield your delicious lunch. After lunch, stop 
at LaLaport Toyosu, a mall located on Tokyo Bay that has 180 shops, including UNIQLO, 
100 yen shop, THE DAISO, and more.

Depart the Haneda International Airport via Japan Airlines 
flt #72 at 9:55 pm and arrive in Honolulu at 10:20 am the same day. Aloha and welcome 
home!
