Named in honor of the crew member on Captain 
James Cook’s ship Endeavour who first sighted land in the area in 1769, 
this thriving seaside community is wedded to the sea and its vibrant 
Maori heritage and culture. Often called the “Chardonnay Capital of 
New Zealand,” Gisborne has a splendid array of boutique wineries. 
For a taste of Gisborne’s history and art, the Tairawhiti Museum is 
an essential destination in this city of warm smiles and even warmer 
hearts. (B, L, D)

Day 18: Sat, Feb 20 – ROTORUA (TAURANGA), NEW ZEALAND. Arrive  
6:00 am. Depart 4:00 pm. Discover Tauranga’s lovely parks and history or head 
to Rotorua with its fabulous geysers, hot springs and Maori culture. Explore the 
Rangitaiki River and its amazing scenery.
